The <ts-data> field specifies the current server time in POSIX time form as defined in [POSIX]. The data in this field MUST be 32 bits in length.
The DM Client MAY ignore this notification if the message is older than the number of days specified in <timeout>. The age of the message is determined by comparing the value of <ts-data> and the current date and time on the device.
The <ts-data> is also used as the similar to nonce, to prevent replay attacks.

The <digest-data> field specifies the SHA-256[RFC6234] digest of the notification message. The digest is computed as digest-data = H(<server-secret>’:’<trigger>). The time stamp field in the trigger header is used similar to nonce for digest computation, to avoid replay attacks.
The <server-secret> is provided as AAuthSecret in the ‘NOTICRED’ authentication setting for the DM server. If the ‘NOTICRED’ authentication setting for the DM Server is not available, AAuthSecret in the ‘SRVCRED’ authentication setting for the DM Server is used instead. 
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
