For AD013, SyncML DTD does not have to be part of ERP since RepPro DTD can be used as equivalent. But there was strange dependency on RepPro TS with OMA-TS-SyncML-RepPro-V1_2 (not included ERP). Because most  content of OMA-TS-SyncML-RepPro is covered by RepPro TS and Security TS, this CR removes the normative references to that TS and update the SCR tables to merge depended SCRs.
