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1 Reason for Change

Updated the definition of the AppID node such that it provides a fully backward compatible approach for an End Device to distinguish between a DM Server and a DM Gateway, without bringing GwMO awareness in the main DM 1.3 specifications. This is an extensible approach that can also be used in future by other OMA Enablers to distinguish other specialized DM Server(s) from a vanilla DM Server.
