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1 Reason for Change

As shown in the below diag, an End Device queries a local bootstrap server and retrieves the bootstrap package. As to the provided the server(s) in the bootstrap package, the End Device does not have any means to identify whether a server is DM Server or DM Gateway. 
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Via this CR, a mechanism is provided to specify whether a given server is a DM Server or a specialized server (such as DM Gateway).
