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1 Reason for Change

Currently DFType is a mandatory Framework Property Element.  The purpose of this CR is to make DFType an optional Framework Property Element. In real implementations, the standardized value of the DFType parameter is not normally used.   It could be changed, in order to be compliant with the implementation or to fix a wrong value in specs (e,g, text/plain used for binary format), or it could be ignored, as other node is implemented to store the MIME type value. So the purpose of this CR is to align the TND spec with current implementations.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The fact that no one has ever highlighted any issues with the wrong value of the DFType element in standardized DDFs, indicates that the DFType element has been largely ignored by the implementations.  The proposed CR, which makes DFType optional, will not have any impact on backward compatibility.

10.5.1.10 DFProperties

Usage: Aggregating element for device description framework properties, i.e., properties that Nodes have in the device description framework and that are not explicitly present at run-time.

Parent Elements: Node
Restrictions: This is a REQUIRED element.

Change 2:  Updating the table in section 10.5.3

10.5.3 Framework Property Elements

The properties that described Nodes in the device description framework are specified with framework property elements. These are not the same as the run-time properties of an instantiated Node in a device. These properties express other information about Nodes that DM Servers might need. The framework properties MUST NOT change at run-time as such a change might introduce discrepancies between the run-time Node and the corresponding description. The following table defines the framework Node properties.

Change 3:  Updating the description for DFType

10.5.3.8 DFType

Usage: For Leaf  Nodes whose format is “null”, the DFType element, if present, SHOULD be empty.  For other types of Leaf Nodes, the DFType element, if present, SHOULD specify the MIME types the described Node supports.  
For Interior Nodes, the value of the DFType element, if present, MUST be empty or it MUST specify a valid Management Object Identifier.
For the root Node of a MO, the DFType element MUST be present and its value MUST be the Management Object Identifier  of the MO.

Parent Elements: DFProperties.
Restrictions: Note that a Leaf Node can support multiple MIME types, e.g., a ring signal Node might support both audio/mpeg and audio/MP4-LATM. The values of the DFType property MUST be registered MIME types. 

Content Model: (MIME+ | DDFName)
Note: Prior to DM 1.3, some of the MOs were specified with an incorrect value for the DFType element (e.g. text/plain for boolean leaf nodes).  Going forward, this practice is strongly discouraged.  It is expected that if the DFType element is present, it will have the correct value.
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
