2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes use cases for:

· managing a new device added behind a DM Gateway
· aggregation function at the DM Gateway

3 Detailed Proposal

1. Adding a new Device
Vincent purchases a new device for his home. The device is added to his home network, which is behind a residential gateway that provides the DM Gateway functionality. He needs to setup some services in his device. This requires an external DM server to perform DM account creation and management actions to setup the desired services in the device. But the DM Gateway is not aware of this new device. The DM Gateway is provided necessary information about the new device.  This will enable the DM Server to perform management actions on the device through the DM Gateway.
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2. Aggregation function at the DM Gateway
The Super Duper electronic security company has installed many electronic surveillance devices throughout a high-rise building.  The building is serviced by a DM Gateway, and the surveillance devices are deployed behind the Gateway.  The company wants to run a diagnostic test on all the devices in the building.  A DM request for this purpose is sent from a DM Server to the DM Gateway.  The DM Gateway fans out the request to all the surveillance devices (perhaps in a staggered manner, in order to avoid jeopardizing the security of the entire building: however, this is completely transparent to the DM Server).  Each device processes the request and sends the result to the DM Gateway.  The DM Gateway collects the results and sends the aggregated response to the DM Server.
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4 Recommendation

The DM WG is requested to analyze the use cases in this contribution and help in addressing them in the GwMO. 
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
