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1 Reason for Change

OMA-DM-GwMO-2010-0050 recommended a bootstrap server location alert which contains the locations for all the Bootstrap Servers for the device.  Upon processing this alert, the end Device proceeds with Client Initiated Bootstrap, as described in [DM-BOOT].

At the San Diego meeting it was decided that instead of sending this alert from the DM Gateway to the End Device, the DM Gateway should attempt to instantiate an MO on the End Device.  This CR presents that MO.

This MO is instantiated by the DM Gateway when a new Device comes up in a network.  Instantiation of this MO in other situations is not precluded.
