Change 1:  New Section 8.5.2 describing Image Distribution in Transparent Mode
8.5.2 Image Distribution in Transparent Mode
 In this example, the DM Server distributes an image to End Device for which the DM Gateway operates in the transparent mode.
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Figure 10: Image Distribution in Proxy Mode

Step1. DM Server configures ImageInventoryMO to deliver an image to End Devices. In this Example, the DM Gateway operates in the transparent mode for all End Devices. The DM Server sets ImageURI to deliver the image to the DM Gateway (alternative download mechanism).
Step2. The DM Gateway retrieves the image located at ImageURI by using alternative download mechanism. In this example, the image is assumed to be located at the DM Server, but it can be any download server.
Step3. After retrieving the image file, the DM Gateway stores it in the local networks, and assigns LocalImageURI (e.g. HTTP:// 192.168.1.1/scomo/package1eID123). In this example, the image is assumed to be stored at the DM Gateway.
Step4. To use the image for further distributions, the DM Server retrieves the LocalImageURI.
Step5. The DM Server uses the Notification Fanout to send a DM Notification to End Devices as specified in 8.2 Transparent Mode Operation.
Step6. The DM Gateway forwards the DM Notification to all relevant End Devices.
Step7. The End Device receiving the DM Notification sends back Pkg#1 to the DM Server.
Step8. After the session is initiated, the DM Server sends DM Commands to the End Device for distributing the image. One example utilizing SCOMO is to add a new downloadable Delivery Package in which the value of Download/<x>/PkgURL is the LocalImageURI.
Step9. The End Device retrieves the image located at LocalImageURI.
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
