5. Protocol Overview (Informative)

This section provides a high-level overview of the DM 2.0 protocol.
5.x   Device Management Network Architecture
The DM protocol runs between a DM Server and a DM Client.  To facilitate interaction between the DM Server and the DM Client, in situations where direct interaction between the DM Server and the DM Client is not possible, a Gateway may be used.  The Gateway enables management of devices that don’t have a globally routable address (e.g. devices deployed behind a Security Gateway that provides NAT functionality, devices that don’t have an embedded OMA-DM Client etc.) 


Figure x: Device Management Network Architecture
Figure x represents an illustrative device management network which comprises of two Management Authorities [DMDICT], MA1 and MA2.  DM Servers DMS1 and DMS2 are under the jurisdiction of MA1, while DM Servers DMSx through DMSz are under the jurisdiction of MA2.  In some cases, the MA may be collocated with the DM Server.  

Device1 is “directly connected
” to DM Servers DMS1 and DMS2.  Similarly Device2 is directly connected to DM Servers DMS1, DMS2 and DMSx.  Device3, Device4 and Device5 are connected to the DM Servers via a Gateway.  Device5 does not support OMA-DM.  The Gateway is also connected to a non OMA-DM based management system.
