6.2 DM Commands

This chapter defines the allowed DM Commands. Which DM Command that is optional or mandatory will be defined later. 

The server’s response to the client MUST contain the following HTTP Headers:

The following DM Commands are allowed in DM 2.0:

	Command
	Description

	GET 
	This command is used for the DM Server to retrieve data from the DM Client.

	PUT
	This command is used for the DM Server to replace or add data in the device.

	DELETE 
	This command is used for the DM Server to delete data in the device.

	EXEC 
	This command corresponds to the DM Exec Command from DM 1.x

	
	

	SHOW 
	This command is used for the DM Server to initiate the UI interaction between the Web Server Component and the Web Browser Component.

	
	

	END
	This command is used by the DM Server to notify the end of the DM Session.

The DM Client creates JSON objects containing the data (including all child nodes) from the TargetURI and sends the JSON objects back to the DM Server. If the TargetURI contains the sub parameter Level, then the DM Client only includes the specified sub-levels of child nodes specified by the Level. If the ServerURI is specified, the DM Client will send the JSON objects to the specified ServerURI.

The browser MUST NOT have any access to the DM Tree, the DM Server needs to retrieve all necessary information from the user via the Web Server and when the browser session is done the DM Session continues.

This command is used by the DM Server to inform the DM Client that the DM Session should not continue after all DM Commands in this document are processed. The DM Client does not send the status back to the DM Server.
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
