5. Protocol Overview (Informative)

This section provides a high-level overview of the DM 2.0 protocol.
5.x    Gateway Functionality
The DM Gateway does not play any role in OMA-DM 1.x.  However, in DM 2.0, the Gateway can play the following roles:

· Bootstrap Server: In this role, the Gateway is only responsible for bootstrapping the DM client on the end-user device (i.e. establishing the connection between the DM Server and the DM Client running on the device).  Among other things, this role entails mapping the local transport address of the device to its WAN (Wide Area Network) side address.  It needs to be noted that the LAN (Local Area Network) side address of the device is not routable on the WAN.

Once the connection between the DM Server and the DM Client running on the device is established, the Gateway does not play any further role in the management of the device.

· Proxy Server: In this role, all communication between the end-user device and the DM Server is via the Gateway.  The Gateway acts as the DM Server for the device and the Gateway communicates with external DM Servers on behalf of the end-user device.

· Protocol Interworking Function: This role encompasses the Proxy Server functionality described above.  Additionally, the Gateway adapts between the native management protocol supported by the device and the management protocol supported by the management server.
