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1 Reason for Change

This CR intends to improve the readability and clarity of DiagnosticFunctionMO TS with following changes:
1. In addition, any subsequent Get command on a DiagMon MO MAY return previously collected diagnostic data.
Problem: DiagMon MO contains DiagnosticFunctionMO and TrapMO. It will cause confusing that a Get command could be done on TrapMO to get diagnostic data.

2. The DiagMon MOs SHALL be invoked by a Diagnostics and Monitoring System with an Exec command and results SHOULD be provided asynchronously via a Generic Alert by the device.
Results may be returned in the DM session or a Generic Alert is sent to the Diagnostics and Monitoring System for subsequent asynchronous delivery.
Problem: The descriptions about how the results will be returned are inconsistent.
3. Problem: The definition for ‘Diagnostics and Monitoring System’ is missing in TS. 
4. Problem: The reference table should be updated according to the added new references, removal on not used references and TS template change notification sent by OP
Note: The editor is encouraged to use new TS template published on 2007.

6.1 The DiagnosticFunctionMO

The DiagnosticFunctionMO SHALL be invoked by a Diagnostics and Monitoring System with an Exec command and results MAY be returned in the DM session or provided asynchronously via a Generic Alert by the device.  In addition, any subsequent Get commands on a DiagnosticFunctionMO MAY return previously collected diagnostic data. Results returned MAY be Encrypted or Not, based on preference setting for that Diagnostics and Monitoring System.
The Alert Type which provides the result type of DiagnosticFunctionMO MUST be sent back from the device to a Diagnostics and Monitoring System according to the Generic Alert mechanism defined in section 8.7 of [DMPRO].  The generic alert message includes the following data:
· An alert type – Used to identify the result type of the operation

· The URI of the MO – Used to identify the DiagnosticFunctionMO 
· Correlator – Used by the server and passed as part of the Exec command
· An integer result code – Used to report status of the invocation of the diagnostic function
A Diagnostic Function is resident on the device.  The DiagnosticFunctionMO makes this function remotely invokable by a management authority.  The DiagnosticFunctionMO is used as the means to expose the diagnostic function to the Diagnostics and Monitoring System (and beyond). The salient points on the usage of the DiagnosticFunctionMO are:
· The Diagnostics and Monitoring System invokes the diagnostic function through the DiagnosticFunctionMO

· The DiagnosticFunctionMO specific behavior determines the results to be returned to the Diagnostics and Monitoring System.
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
