5. Architectural Model

5.1 Dependencies

OMA Device Management [OMA-DM] Enabler
The DM Diagnostics and Monitoring Enabler is dependant upon the OMA Device Management Enabler [ERELDDM]. The version of OMA Device Management Enabler referenced in the described architecture is V1.2 Enabler release or higher. It is also known as OMA DM Base Protocol. The DM DiagMon Enabler relies on the OMA Device Management Enabler for the execution of diagnostics and monitoring management tasks and the transports for the DiagMon Messages between DM Client and Server. 
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
