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1 Reason for Change

The DiagMon TS does not define what happens to the accumulated data after the Diagnostics and Monitoring function resident on the device stops.  This CR proposes management control on the accumulated DiagMon data.  It also enumerates other situations that may cause a device to delete all the accumulated DiagMon data.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Although this CR proposes additional ways to delete accumulated DiagMon data, there is no major impact on backward compatibility.

This value is expressed in seconds, presented as a 32-bit unsigned non-negative integer.  The default value is 0 (i.e. immediate removal of the accumulated data when the DiagMon function is stopped by executing the Stop primitive).
