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1 Reason for Contribution

There are currently no guidelines for documenting DiagMon functions in the DiagMon Functions Supplemental Specification.  This input contribution attempts to enumerate the best practices to be followed for describing standardized DiagMon functions.  Since there are no examples of standardized DiagMon functions to go by, adopting a set of best practices at this time will be extremely useful for all potential contributors to the DiagMon Functions Supplemental Specification.  It is hoped that these guidelines will not only introduce a level of consistency between contributions from various sources but they will also improve the overall quality of the contributions.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution creates a high-level “template” for documenting DiagMon functions in the DiagMon Functions Supplemental Specification.
3 Detailed Proposal

The following is a list of best practices to be followed for documenting DiagMon functions in the DiagMon Functions Supplemental Specification.
1. Identify the broad category and the subcategory, under the broad category, into which the DiagMon function falls.  If the DiagMon function does not fall into one of the existing categories, create a new one.  Each broad category has its own level 1 section in the DiagMon Functions Supplemental Specification document, starting with Section 5
2. Create a level-3 subsection for the DiagMon function under the level-2 section pertaining to its subcategory.  Let us assume this section is Section 5.x.y.  
3. Create the following level-4 subsections:

Introduction
This subsection provides a brief description of the DiagMon function and highlights its salient features.

DFID

This subsection provides the DFID of the DiagMon function

Non-applicable nodes from DiagMon MO definition
This subsection lists the nodes from the DiagMon MO definition that do not apply to the DiagMon function, if any

DiagMon Data Subtree

This subsection should include a figure that gives the structure of the sub-tree rooted at the DiagMonData node (from the DiagMon MO definition) for this DiagMon function.

Subsections of this section should describe the nodes of the subtree, using the best practices followed for defining MOs, as per the ACMO document (“White Paper on Provisioning Objects”).  Among other things, this entails providing the following information for each node: Status, Occurrence, Format and Min. Access Types.

DiagMon Configuration Subtree

This subsection should include a figure that gives the structure of the sub-tree rooted at the DiagMonConfig node (from the DiagMon MO definition) for this DiagMon function.

Subsections of this section should describe the nodes of the subtree, using the best practices followed for defining MOs, as per the ACMO document (“White Paper on Provisioning Objects”).  Among other things, this entails providing the following information for each node: Status, Occurrence, Format and Min. Access Types.
Note:- If the DiagMon function is defined by an external SDO (Standards Developing Organization), only subsection 5.x.y.1 should be present.  In this case, subsection 5.x.y.1 should only provide a reference to the pertinent document that describes the DiagMon function.
