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1 Reason for Change

The current DiagMon MO TS needs to be clarified to show that there are two types of diagmon functions. 

1. Functions that are always available and the DMS can get the required data by sending a GET command to the DiagMonData node

2. Functions that the DMS invokes by sending an Exec command to the Operations/Start node.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No impact on current specifications.  This effort extends the DiagMon specification and SHALL be reflected as input into the document framework of the DiagMon function supplemental specification.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Remove  text related to MO behavior and specify in section 6 
5.1 DiagMonMO


A Diagnostic and Monitoring function is resident on the device.  The DiagMonMO makes this function remotely invokable by a management authority.  The DiagMonMO is used as the means to expose the Diagnostic and Monitoring function to the Diagnostics and Monitoring System. The DiagMonMO will provide the following management capabilities and diagnostics and monitoring operations:
· Invoke the Diagnostics and Monitoring functions
· Stop the Diagnostics and Monitoring functions 
· Configure the Diagnostics and Monitoring functions for reporting, execution, etc.
· Retrieves the Diagnostics and Monitoring data or the results

· Notifications using the Generic Alert
6 Behavior associated with the Management Object

Change 2: Describe overview of MO behavior 

A DiagMon function SHALL be invoked in one of the following two ways:

1. By sending an Exec command to the Operations/Start node

In this case the device sends a Generic Alert in the same or new DM session to notify the Diagnostics and Monitoring System  of operation completion. The Diagnostics and Monitoring System MAY send subsequent Get commands on a DiagMonMO to retrieve previously collected Diagnostics and Monitoring data. Results returned MAY be encrypted, based parameters set for that particular Diagnostics and Monitoring function.
2. By sending a Get command to the DiagMonData node
In this case, the requested data is sent back in response to the Get command and a Generic Alert is not sent.
6.1 Use of the Generic Alert

After the Diagnostics and Monitoring function finished, an alert with type “org.openmobilealliance.dm.diagmon. Operation” MUST be sent back from the device to a Diagnostics and Monitoring System according to the Generic Alert mechanism defined in section 8.7 of [DMPRO].  The generic alert message includes the following data:
· An alert type “org.openmobilealliance.dm.diagmon.Operation” – Used to identify the result type of the operation
· The URI of the DiagMonData node which identifies the data source MUST be included in the Source/LocURI within the Generic Alert if the Diagnostics and Monitoring function generates the DiagMonData. If no DiagMonData is generated then Source/LocURI MUST NOT be present within Generic Alert.
· An integer result code – Used to report status of the invocation of the Diagnostics and Monitoring function defined in section 6.3 MUST be included in an Item/Data element within the Generic Alert.
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
