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1 Reason for Change

Network-based diagnostic entities often need to know if a device has been experiencing a large number of abnormal voice call terminations.  This CR introduces a new Diagnostics and Monitoring Function for storing and retrieving Abnormal Voice Call Termination count.
This CR is based on OMA-DM-2008-0022-CR_Abnormal_Termination_Function, which was discussed in Prague.  The current CR incorporates comments received in Prague and splits the Voice Call and Data Session abnormal termination functions into two separate functions.  This CR addresses abnormal Voice Call termination.
