This CR reorganizes Section 6 of the DiagMon MO TS (Behavior associated with the Management Object).

It is recommended that this CR be accepted and the OMA-TS-DiagMonMO-V1 enabler be updated accordingly.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  The title of Section 6 is changed to narrow its scope.  The current title can be a little misleading, given that the intrinsic behavior of each DiagMon MO is different.

6. Invocation and Reporting Behavior
Change 2:  Some introductory text is added to Section 6 (before Section 6.1) to introduce the notion of explicitly invoked functions and always available functions

6. Invocation and Reporting Behavior
DiagMon Functions fall into two broad categories: those that are always available and those that have to be explicitly invoked.  The invocation and reporting behavior of a DiagMon MO depends on which of the two broad categories it falls into.
6.1 Invoking Diagnostic Functions 

Change 3:  Small changes are made to Section 6.1
A DiagMon function that is not always available SHALL be invoked by sending an Exec command to the <x/>Operations/Start node.
For functions that are always available, an explicit invocation using the <x>/Operations node is not required.  As a best practice, the MO definitions for such functions SHOULD NOT support the <x/>Operations/Start node.
Change 4:  Section 6.2 is reorganized slightly by introducing some additional sub-sections.  There is also some verbiage change for additional clarification
6.2 Result Reporting


6.2.1 Invoked Functions

Explicitly invoked DiagMon Functions can report their results synchronously or asynchronously, as described in the following sub-sections.
6.2.1.1 Asynchronous Reporting (Use of the Generic Alert)

Invoked DiagMon Functions that execute asynchronously report their results by issuing an alert with type “org.openmobilealliance.dm.diagmon. Operation” in the same or new DM session, according to the Generic Alert mechanism defined in section 8.7 of [DMPRO].  The Generic Alert message includes the following data:
· An alert type “org.openmobilealliance.dm.diagmon.Operation” – Used to identify the result type of the operation

· The URI of the DiagMon Function– Used to identify the source.  This information MUST be included in the Source/LocURI element within the Generic Alert

· The URI of the DiagMonData node or its child node –Provides the location at which the output data associated with the DiagMon Function is present.  This information MUST be included in the Target/LocURI element within the Generic Alert if the Diagnostics and Monitoring function generates DiagMonData. If no DiagMonData is generated then the Target/LocURI element MUST NOT be present within the Generic Alert.
· An integer result code – Used to report status of the invocation of the Diagnostics and Monitoring function, as defined in section 6.3.  This information MUST be included in an Item/Data element within the Generic Alert.

The Generic Alert is issued either when the DiagMon function runs to completion or when a time period for periodic reporting of results lapses.  The Diagnostics and Monitoring System MAY retrieve the collected DiagMon Data by sending a Get command to DiagMonData or its child nodes.  The invocation of the Get command on the DiagMonData node or its child nodes SHALL return a status code of "In Progress", as per [SMLREPRO], if the DiagMon Function has not completed execution yet.

6.2.2 
6.2.1.2 Synchronous Reporting
For invoked DiagMon functions that execute synchronously, the Diagnostics and Monitoring System MAY retrieve the collected DiagMon Data by sending a Get command to DiagMonData or its child nodes.  The invocation of the Get command on the DiagMonData node or its child nodes SHALL return a status code of "In Progress", as per [SMLREPRO], if the DiagMon Function has not completed execution yet.
These functions SHALL NOT report any results via Generic Alerts.

6.2.2 Always Available Functions

For diagnostic functions that are always available, the Diagnostics and Monitoring System MAY retrieve the DiagMon Data by sending a Get command to DiagMonData or its child nodes.  These functions SHALL NOT report any results via Generic Alerts.
