The Diagnostics and Monitoring (DiagMon) functions perform various Diagnostics and Monitoring activities in order to diagnose problems, report data, or collect measurements data associated with a device, with applications on the device, with the network in which the device operates or with access to services provided by the network.  

The purpose of the DiagMonMO is to provide a generic framework and interface for different Diagnostics and Monitoring functions so that they can be managed in a consistent manner by using the same description framework.  The specific Diagnostics and Monitoring functions will not be defined in this specification.

5.1  DiagMonMO

A Diagnostics and Monitoring function is resident on the device.  The DiagMonMO makes this function remotely invokable by the Diagnostics and Monitoring System. The DiagMonMO will provide the following management capabilities and diagnostics and monitoring operations.
