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1 Reason for Change

The Frequency node can have a value greater than 1 with the following meaning:
	any other value greater than 1
	The Device MUST send generic alert as practical to Diagnostics and Monitoring System when nth collection of diagnostics data happens


Considering a case in which the DiagMonData has multiple child nodes – it becomes unclear how to count the Nth collection. 
For example: given two child nodes DiagMonData/Child1 and DiagMonData/Child2; Suppose Child1 and Chlid2 complete a single data collection each (i.e. a single collecting cycle per node has been completed). If the value of Frequency is “2” – does it mean it is time for data to be sent (because the total of data collection equals 2) or is it too early and the device needs to wait for the 2nd round of the data collection.
