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1 Reason for Change

The reason for change is to address some concerns with regards to Diagnostics Result Reporting as in section 6.2. Firstly, it is not really necessary to convey the Diagnostics Data apart from the Result Code in the Generic Alert message (of Type “urn:oma:mo:oma-diagmon:operation:1.0”). That’s because the Generic Alert is sent as an asynchronous response to the explicit invocation of a function. When the server invokes the function with given settings, it will highly likely know already which data node values are going to be updated in association with the Result Code that is always reported when the Result Reporting message is sent. With such information, the server will issue a series of Get command to those data nodes during the session.

Secondly, it is not clear how to report multiple Diagnostics Data in one Generic Alert message.

Thirdly, it seems not possible to specify Target/LocURI element in Generic Alert message. Please refer to the OMA DM 1.2 Protocol specification, section 8.7.

6.2 Result Reporting

6.2.1 Explicitly Invoked Functions

Explicitly invoked DiagMon Functions can report their results synchronously or asynchronously, as described in the following sub-sections.
6.2.1.1 Asynchronous Execution (Use of the Generic Alert)

Explicitly invoked DiagMon Functions that execute asynchronously MUST report their results by issuing an alert with type “urn:oma:mo:oma-diagmon:operation:1.0” in the same or new DM session, according to the Generic Alert mechanism defined in section 8.7 of [DMPRO].  The Generic Alert message includes the following data:
· An alert type “urn:oma:mo:oma-diagmon:operation:1.0” – Used to identify the result type of the operation
· The URI of the DiagMon Function– Used to identify the source. This information MUST be included in the Source/LocURI element within the Generic Alert
· 
· An integer result code – Used to report status of the invocation of the Diagnostics and Monitoring function, as defined in section 6.3. This information MUST be included in an Item/Data element within the Generic Alert.
The Diagnostics and Monitoring System MAY retrieve the collected DiagMon Data by sending a Get command to DiagMonData or its child nodes.
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
