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1 Reason for Change

As a part of consistency review, the purpose of this document is to refine the introduction to the DiagMon MO 1.0 specification, and to add some guidelines on how to make use of the specification.
The reason for proposing this change is to explain the value of DiagMon 1.0 framework and the intent of the group having this common framework instead of specifying each and every DiagMon Function MOs separately. This introductory text would be much better and clearer than the previous paragraph without missing anything. 

In addition, the term ‘the same description framework’ in old text doesn’t seem quite right because it is not just the DDF but also something else to be specified in DiagMon MO 1.0 and applied commonly. 

As per the second paragraph in this proposal, there is no common understanding based on the solid statement in my document on whether DiagMon 1.0 is the requirements to each and every DiagMon Function MOs, or at least the standardized one to be released in OMA as part of DiagMon 1.1, or only a recommendation. This problem needs to be fixed.
In my opinion, I don’t see any reason to MANDATE the compliance to the DiagMon 1.0 for all the DiagMon Function MO. We can only RECOMMEND it hoping to see as many functions adopting it as possible. In the end, that is what DiagMon 1.0 is all about, and we all expect from having DiagMon 1.0 instead of jumping directly to each DiagMon Function MOs independently. This goal is clearly stated in the first paragraph in my CR. HOWEVER, if one finds the needs to have a standardized DiagMon Function MO, and he sees DiagMon 1.0 framework not applicable or reusable, he MUST be allowed to design the function MO freely.

Change 1:  In section 4
This document specifies the generic management interface for the Diagnostics and Monitoring Functions (DMF) that is resident on the device and performs some sort of activities in order to diagnose problems, report data, or collect measurements data associated with a device, with applications on the device, with the network in which the device operates or with access to services provided by the network.  


The goal is to provide a highly reusable interface that can be adopted by wide range of Diagnostics and Monitoring Functions as is specified in this document or with further extension to address different management characteristics of specific function, and thereby reduce overall costs to implement the interfaces for various Diagnostics and Monitoring Functions on the device.
If a certain Diagnostics and Monitoring Function adopts this generic management interface, it has to be compliant to what is specified in this document.
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
