6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add new section to specify another alert message and mechanism for data reporting.
Diagnostics and Monitoring Data Reporting

The generic management interface specified in this document allows two possible methods for reporting Diagnostics and Monitoring data. The first method is to report the data to DM Server, and the other is to report the data to an alternate data server. The latter is outside the scope of this document, but <x>/DiagMonConfig/DiagDataURL node is defined to specify the address of the alternate data server. Both of the methods are asynchronous, meaning that the data is reported to either type of server proactively when it is necessary as will be further specified in the technical specifications for each Diagnostics and Monitoring Function. Note that these proactive data reporting is not the only way for server to obtain diagnostics and monitoring data. DM server can also retrieve any kind of data by sending Get commands to corresponding management Objects. In this document, only the data reporting to DM Server is specified, and it is based on the Generic Alert message format and alert mechanism specified in [DMPRO]. 
Diagnostics and Monitoring Data Reporting Alert

This section specifies the Alert message to be used for diagnostics and monitoring data reporting to DM Server, which MAY be specified by <x>/ServerID node.
· An alert type “urn:oma:mo:oma-diagmon:data:1.0” MUST be used to identify that this Alert message is for diagnostics and monitoring data reporting.
· The URI of the Management Object corresponding to the diagnostics and monitoring data being reported MUST be specified in the Source/LocURI element within the Generic Alert
· Actual diagnostics and monitoring data MUST be included in the Item/Data element within the Generic Alert. The data format will need to be further specified for each Diagnostics and Monitoring Function.
· The Correlator is not necessary.
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
