9.4.x.1 Introduction

The Browsing Usage function will allow a DiagMon enabler  to collect data about  the amount of data and time used by ALL the installed browsers.  Note that the information about the time spent on the specific browser by the user could be collected by the Application Monitoring DiagMon function.

After the Device performs an Exec on the 'Start' node, the Device MUST set the value of DataUsage and TimeUsage to zero and start collecting the amount of data and time used. When the device performs an Exec on the ‘Stop’ node, the device MUST stop collecting the data.
