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1 Reason for Change

Interested party identified the problem on the UE Setting Function with the consistency with the overall DiagMon functions.
This CR proposed to require “Exec” command for changing the UE setting to fix the problem, because this operation implies invoking some “action” on the device.

The User Equipment Setting function is useful, when a customer care staff will examine the user configurable setting (e.g. ‘LCD brightness’, ‘ring tone volume’, and etc.), and determine any issues, and may update the setting if needed.

The User Equipment settings information can be retrieved in full or partial with specifying its category.

Since this function is always available, no start/stop operations are allowed.  

A typical use case for this function is:

1. The DM Client updates the value of  ‘UESetting’ as per the ‘Category’ on a regular basis as per the ‘RefreshInterval’

2. The DM Server retrieves the user setting values from the ‘UESetting’ node from the DM Client.

3. The DM Server puts the new values in ‘ReplacementSetting’,then performs an Exec command on ‘Operation/Modify’ node. The DM Client replaces the user configurable setting with them.
