1 Reason for Change

There are two leaf nodes, in different functions, whose values fall into pre-defined ranges. However, the type of these nodes is ’chr’ and the values are strings (e.g. ‘battery charging’). Using a string consumes unnecessary space in the protocol and in the tree and adds unnecessary burden on client and server.
Also, one bug was found – a forbidden node is listed.
Summary of changes – change type of these nodes to ‘int’ and assign numeric values.

Scope of change – sections 5, 8 and 9.
If changes are not accepted, the DiagMon protocol is wasting bytes, both in transit and in storage, and contains a bug.
