8.4.1 Application Data Usage

8.4.1.1 Introduction

The DiagMon Client SHOULD support this function. The DiagMon Server MUST support this function.

The Application Data Usage function will allow a DiagMon enabler to retrieve specific information about each data application which is installed and collect the amount of data and time used by the associated application. Note that the extra information and the usage of data and time depend upon the support of the specific application.

Additionally, the total data & time used by all supporting applications will optionally be available.

After the device performs an Exec on the 'Start' node, the Client MUST set the value of DataUsage and TimeUsage to zero and start collecting the amount of data and time used. When the device performs an Exec on the ‘Stop’ node, the Client MUST stop collecting the data.
This function replaces the Browsing Usage function as defined by [DiagMon1_1].
