5.1.3 Device Location
5.1.3.1 Introduction

This function allows the DiagMon Server to request reporting for the geographic location of the device. If the device exposes the location information, the DiagMon Client SHOULD support this function. The DiagMon Server MUST support this function.
This function SHOULD be disabled by default for protecting user’s privacy, and the DiagMon Client SHOULD have an interface to enable or to disable this function anytime. When this function is disabled or rejected by user, the result code for Exec command on the Operations/Start node MUST be ‘1401 Not authorized’. If the Operations/Start node is successfully executed, the DiagMon Server can retrieve the geographic location by sending the Get command to the DiagMonData sub-tree. 

Alternately, the DiagMon Server MAY perform the Exec command to the Operations/Upload node to request upload the location data using HTTP-POST with configuring the DiagMonConfig/DiagDataURL node correctly
