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1 General Description

The primary objective of Device Management Working Group is to specify protocols and mechanism for managing distributed, mobile wireless devices, in order to optimize a subscriber’s experience and reduce network operating costs. To accelerate the achievement of the objectives of the group, the Diagnostics and Monitoring work will introduce Device Management (DM) Diagnostics and device monitoring functionality. 

The overall goal of the OMA DM Device Diagnostics and Monitoring is to enable operators to proactively detect and repair troubles even before the users are impacted, or to determine actual or potential problems with a device when an opportunity presents itself. Further, the technology must also enable operators to remotely interrogate the device for trouble isolation.
