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1 Reason for Change

Description for some of the result codes for firmware alert specified in the FUMO specification is proposed to be modified for clarity and consistency.  One of the result codes (408) is proposed to be removed.  If the device does not support firmware update functionality, the DM session will end during discovery and the device will not need to send a firmware update alert.
