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1 Reason for Change

It is possible for clients to be optimized with retry logic in the event that FUMO operations invoked via an Exec command from the DM server should produce a temporary failure.  However, once the client sends the Generic Alert message back to the DM Server indicating the results of the operation, it should no longer continue with retry attempts.  This type of behaviour may cause undesired behaviour such has downloading the update package a second time or attempting to apply an update package that has already been applied.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The FUMO specification is currently unreleased.  There are no backwards compatibility issues.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

There are no impacts on other specifications.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

The OMA DM working group agree to the proposed changes to the FUMO specification
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  The addition of the following text ensures that once a client sends the Generic Alert, it no longer attempts to perform the operation invoked by the server.
6.2   Use of Generic Alert for Notifications

At the end of the operation invoked by the Exec commands in section 6.1, the device MUST send a notification to the DM server via a Generic Alert [DMPRO] message.  The alert message includes the following data:

· An integer result code – Used to report status of the operation

· The URI of the Firmware Update Management Object – Used to identify the source

· An alert type – Used to identify the operation

· Correlator – Used by the server and passed as part of the Exec command

Alerts that are reporting an error or failure condition SHOULD report a severity other than Informational in the Mark field of the Meta information.

Once the Generic Alert message is sent to the DM Server at the end of the operation, the device MUST NOT retry the operation invoked via the Exec command by the DM Server without further server intervention. 
NOTE: If the server needs to retrieve additional information, such as State, then the server MAY query the device for those specific nodes.
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
