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1 Reason for Change

Some of the mandatory features in the LAWMO TS are not feasible. It is not clear how the server can set names for ‘ListItemName’ which the client can understand and perform meaningful LAWMO operations. Also the server should not tell the client about LAWMO features the client should support.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Following changes to section 6.1.  It is not possible for the Client to understand an arbitrary value set for a ‘ListItemName’ by the Server and do meaningful LAWMO operations related to the item when the item is not supported by the LAWMO Client.  The LAWMO server can configure only known ‘ListItemName’ values which are supported by the DM Client, but the LAWMO tree is not configured yet. 
6.1 Exec command semantics

There are two purposes for the <x>/AvailableWipeList branch:

· The LAWMO Client uses it to expose the list of data categories supported on the Device to the LAWMO Server and receive configuration from LAWMO Server. In this case, the LAWMO Client MUST create the <x> and the child nodes under  <x>/AvailableWipeList node for each supported “ListItemName” value  in advance. Then the LAWMO Server can obtain the “ListItemName” values  using <Get> command and set the value of “ToBeWiped” node corresponding to each “ListItemName” value  to specify whether a the category of data represented by the “ListItemName” value will be removed when theWipe Primitive is executed. 

· The LAWMO Server MAY use it to configure a ”ListItemName” value  supported by the DM client and known to the LAWMO Server. In this case, the LAWMO Server MAY create the <x> and its child nodes under <x>/AvailableWipeList node for the “ListItemName” value and set the value of “ToBeWiped” node to specify whether the category of data represented by the “ListitemName” value  will be removed when the Wipe Primitive is executed.
When the Wipe primitive is executed, all data associated with “ListItemName” values in the "AvailableWipeList" that have "ToBeWiped" node with value of "true" MUST be wiped. After the Wipe primitive is executed, nodes in the "AvailableWipeList" sub-tree MAY be removed by the LAWMO Client. For example, if the server is wiping SMS messages in SMS Inbox, the <x> node may remain in place to allow future invocations. If the server is wiping a transient data, the <x> node MAY be removed by the LAWMO Client after the data is wiped.
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
