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1 Reason for Change

In a certain scenario, lightweight M2M devices work without human attention. Lightweight M2M devices are located in unsafe environments. The device may be stolen and the subscriber ID (IMSI in SIM card for example) maybe illegally removed from the device and inserted into another device to start up an illegal connection. For security consideration, in order to prevent nonlicet access, the lightweight M2M protocol shall support to carry abstract information of subscriber ID (IMSI for example) and equipment ID (IMEI for example) message source authentication.
