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1 Reason for Change

The Lightweight M2M protocol should provide a unique ID to identify one M2M device in service layer.
A lightweight M2M device is composed of several parts, such as the SIM card, wireless communication module, sensor and so on. The SIM card can be identified by IMSI, the wireless module can be identified by IMEI, and the sensor can be identified by serials number. However, there is no symbol that can be used to identify the whole lightweight M2M device. Further more, when the lightweight device communicates with network, it could use serveral ways, wired or wireless manner, IP based connection or SMS. So the protocol shall support an unique ID in service layer to indentify the lightweight M2M device.
