B.X Movable Asset Management
B.X.1 Short description
Yong operates a company. His company provides M2M devices and peripheral sensors that to perform remote temperature and humidity surveillance of the agricultural greenhouses. His company installs M2M devices and peripheral sensors in greenhouses for free. After Yong having a contractual relationship with the wireless network operator, the temperature and humidity data detected by sensors that attached to devices could be transmitted to the M2M server. M2M server delivers these data to Yong’s application server. The application server will decide if it is necessary to send an alarm message or something else to the agricultural greenhouse owner’s handset. In this scenario, Yong has a contractual relationship with the wireless network provider, so Yong is a M2M subscriber who is charged by the network provider. And, Yong is a M2M service provider who provide the greenhouse surveillance service. Greenhouse owner is a M2M user who uses the service provided by Yong and is charged by Yong.
