B.X Movable Asset Management
B.X.1 Short description

Benz is a company that provide mobile asset management service to cars. Peter has a car. After Peter has a subscription with Benz, Benz installs a M2M device embedded in Peter’s car. The device have the capability to provide some kind of M2M services (e.g. tracing, remotely locking, status reporting, vibration alarm) by using wireless network connection. After Peter has a subscription with China Mobile, the device in his car will get the ability to access China Mobile’s wireless network and exchange messages with Benz’s server. Now, with the help of Benz’s server, Peter can use his handset to query the location of his car, to lock his car remotely. And, any alarm message will be sent to Peter’s handset. Tom, Peter’s friend, wants to borrow the car for weekend. Peter wish that Tom can enjoy the M2M service during the weekend. So peter registers Tom’s information with Benz. After the registration, Tom can enjoy a similar service as for Peter. 
In the above case, Benz is a M2M Service Provider. China Mobile is a Network Provider. Peter and Tom are M2M Users. Peter has a subscription with Benz, so Peter is a M2M Service Subscriber. Peter has a subscription with China Mobile, so Peter is a M2M Network Subscriber. 
The above story is not finished. In order to provide better customer experience. Benz decides to have a subscription with China Mobile directly. Now, Benz plays the role of M2M Service Provider and M2M Network Subscriber at the same time. Peter is not a M2M Network Subscriber now but he is still a M2M Service Subscriber and a M2M User. During the car lending weekend, Peter unregisters his own information with Benz, because he don’t want to control the car when Tom drive it. If this happen, Peter is a M2M Service Subscriber and he is not a M2M User any more.

For competition, China Mobile provides a similar service as Benz. Peter terminates the contract with Benz and signs a new subscription with China Mobile in order to use the M2M service and the network service provided by China Mobile. If this happen, China Mobile plays the role of M2M Service Provider and Network Provider at the same time.

The legal entity having a contractual relationship with the network operator to provide service to one or more M2M Devices.
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
