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1 Reason for Change

In some cases, the data within M2M Device is too big to fit one message. Therefore the data should be divided into segments and transferred via multiple messages within one transaction. It would be also good to negotiate the size of the data before starting to transfer the data. 
Comments:

>It was said that it would be better to have a use case associated to this. 
Firmware update is one use case. It is added in R01.

>Can the transportation level mechanism guarantee the segment, is it enough? Transport and how to figure out the limitation needed will cost more at the application layer.

Yes, if we use UDP, SMS or USSD, transport layer knows the limitation.
