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B.2. Protocol Stack
The lightweightM2M enabler is a service layer client-server protocol. It is required to support IP-based transmission which is bearer independent and SMS/USSD based communication. The protocol stack could be described as the following figure.

There are three layers in the protocol stack. The top layer is the lighweightM2M enabler. The middle layer is the SMS or USSD or IP layer. Both TCP and UDP is supported over IP. The bottom layer could be any physical bearers. 
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
