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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes a new Clock Object in LWM2M client. There are two benefits: 1) if other objects or resources need to know the current time, it will be convenient. 2) Operations can be registered with this clock at a specific future time point, and this clock will be able to trigger these operations.
