Change 1:  Section 5.3.4
5.3.4   Write Attributes

Any readable Resource can have attributes which are considered during the “Observe” operation. The following attributes are used and further explained in the table below: Minimum Period, Maximum Period, Greater Than, Less Than, and Step.
The “Write Attributes” logical operation is used to change the attributes of a Resource or multiple Resources of an Object Instance. The logical operation permits multiple attributes to be modified within the same logical operation. The “Write Attributes” logical operation has the following parameters:

Maximum and/or Minimum Period parameters are used to control how often the “Notify” logical operation is sent by the LWM2M Client for the observed Object Instance or Resource.

Greater Than, Less Than, and Step MUST be specified only when Resource ID is indicated.

Greater Than, Less Than, and Step parameters MUST be supported only when the Resource type is numeral (e.g., integer, decimal). 
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
