6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Section 5.5.1 Observe
When “Observe” operation contains only Object ID, the “Notify” operation MUST be done per Object Instance.
Until the client sends a new registration, the server expects the client to remember the observation requests. If a client forgets the observation requests e.g., device factory reset client MUST send a new registration. Server always need to re-initiate observation requests whenever client registers.
In order to avoid network traffic increase, the client SHOULD maintain previous observation states in case of reboot, power cycle.  
Note: When a client deregisters, server should assume past states are nullified including the previous observations.
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
