	The value of this leaf node specifies the Uniform Resource Identifier (URI) of an instance of the MOID.

Only DM Servers that have the Get permission on the root node of the MO instance, whose location is provided by the value of this node, SHALL be allowed to read the value of this node.  Any attempt by a DM Server that does not have the Get permission on the root node of the MO instance whose location is provided by the value of this node, to retrieve the value of this node, SHALL be rejected with the error code of 405 (Command not allowed),
A “StructData” or “MORootData” structural query, that is invoked on this node or one of its ancestor nodes, SHALL NOT return the value of this leaf node, unless the DM Server has the Get permission on the root node of the MO instance whose location is provided by the value of this node.



The highlighted parts means:  If a DM Server has the GET permission on the specific node is not enough to get the value unless DM Server has GET permission on the root node of the MO instance. This seriously conflicts the DM protocol, in which DM Server will be able to get value if it has the GET permission on the specific node.
· 2. DM protocol naturally supports QUERY mechanism to get information of instances, and this is the most efficient way to do it directly. It’s not necessary to create a node to record, maintain and retrieve this information with extra steps.
