2. Make Instances feature optional. This feature is complex for the following reason:

(1) It requires the DM Client to update the tree in real time;

(2) It requires the DM Client to maintain the difference Instances subtree for different servers according to the ACL.

4. Introduction

4.1 Version 1.0

This enabler provides a list of supported Management Objects in the Device.  This list consists of the Management Object ID with specific information such as the list of URIs of the Management Object instances.

In addition, ListMO provides information such as what entity can create nodes for the listed MOIDs and the date of the MO specification.
If ListMO is supported by the DM Client, only the DM Client is responsible for the creation of ListMO. The DM Server can get the ListMO via DM session to know the information of supported MOs on the Device. 
Change 2:  No alerts will be sent by the DM client related to ListMO

6.3.3 Interfaces

7.1.1.1 DM-1 Device Management Client-Server Protocol

This provides an interface over which DM Servers may send device management commands to DM Clients and DM Clients may return status to DM Servers. This is an interface that is bearer neutral and offers many standardized bindings including HTTP and HTTPS.
