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1 Reason for Change

According to DM 1.3 TND specs, Type is a mandatory node property for the client (chapter 8.2), DFType is mandatory (chapter 10.5.3) and can be associated to multiple mime-type (chapter 10.5.3.8).

However in the guidelines for Definition and Description of nodes there are no rules for representing this mandatory parameter.  Following a no written rule, without specific indication it is assumed that the mime type of a leaf node is “text/plain”.

In some case this can be result in  inconsistent DDF, where ad example a node with a binary format is associated to “text/plain” mime type.

Each node in the MO definition is characterized by five node description characteristics: Status, Occurrence, Format,Minimum Access Types and MOID/MIME Type. These node description characteristics are described further on in this whitepaper.

OMA DM recommends describing each MO node in a tabular structure shown below.  
Note: it is recommended to report the MOID of the MO in the MOID/MIME Type column of the MO root node description.

Change 3:  New Section  5.3.6

5.3.6 MOID/MIME Type
The node MOID/MIME Type is a string which characterized which type of content are allowed as node content.
In case of interior node (format is “node”), if the node defines a MOID (for instance, a MO root node), it contains the MOID, otherwise should be empty.

In case of leaf node, it identifies the kind of data which can be store as node value indicating one or more MIME Types (separated by comma). For what concerns to the syntax of MIME Type and the already assigned values, please refer to [AMT].
Summarizing, it is recommended:

· if the node format is “node” and the node defines a MOID, to use the MOID as value;

· if the node format is “node” and the node does not define a MOID, to leave the value empty;
· if the node format is “null” to use the value N/A;

· if the node format is “bool”, “int”, “date”, “time” or “float” to use the value “text/plain” or to leave it empty, with the assumption of using “text/plain” as default value;

· If the node format is “b64”, “bin”, “chr” or “xml” to use one or more suitable MIME types (see [AMT]).
