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1 Overview

This liaison statement is in response to the LS from ITUT SG13 contained in OMA-DM-2007-0074-ITUT_SG13_to_BT_DM_Converged_Web_Browsing_Service.

2 Proposal

OMA DM WG would like to thank ITUT SG13 for their liaison statement on Converged Web Browsing work. 
DM WG would like to note ITUT SG13 that the URL provided in the LS is password protected (http://ftp3.itu.ch/sg13sdo/OMA/), hence DM WG is unable to access the URL and provide a detailed response. 
Currently there is no work in DM WG specifying the content of device profile. OMA Enablers directly related to profile matching are specified in Browsing Technologies WG. However DM enablers can be used to manage devices in various aspects.  
DM WG encourages SG13 WG to review the following Enablers, specified by DM WG, as some of them may contain information that could potentially be interesting for SG13. For example, Terminal/device identification is accessible through DM standard Management Object ‘DevInfo’ which provides the DevId node. In addition, DM standard Management Object ‘DevDetail’ provides additional information of the device.
Here is a short description of the enablers developed or developing in DM WG:
· DM Enabler defines three standard Management Objects as well as a protocol for management of the device.
· ConnMO Enabler allows configuration of device connectivity settings (e.g. GSM, GPRS, UMTS, WLAN, CDMA…).

· SCOMO Enabler provides mechanisms for Management Authority to manage software components, such as executables, applications, libraries, etc., in the device.
· DM SC Enabler provides DM dynamic provisioning based on smart cards and security extensions for other DM enablers. 
· FUMO Enabler provides mechanism for Management Authority to update the firmware in the device. 
· DiagMonMO Enabler provides a framework and mechanisms for Management Authority to run diagnostics and monitoring of devices. The specific diagnostics and monitoring functions are not specified in this enabler.
· DM Scheduling Enabler allows the Management Authority to schedule management operations in the device for offline processing.
· DCMO Enabler provides mechanisms to enable or disable device capability components in the device, e.g. keyboard, camera, etc.
· LAWMO Enabler provides mechanism for Management Authority to lock/unlock the device or wipe user data in the device.
