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1 Overview

The OMA DM group thanks the CableLabs in its continued interest of the OMA DM enabler and support for the first Converged DM Workshop hosted by OMA in Boston in June 22nd. As a follow-up for the workshop, this liaison statement is to share with the CableLabs the Converged DM BoF final report and related DM 2.0 use cases. 
2 Proposal

Just to provide a brief summary of the Converged DM BoF, it was started in July 2007 with the goals to assess the benefits and needs for further work in addressing general technical and market requirements revolving around Converged DM, and completed in December 2007 with final report being submitted to TP. The link to the final report is attached to this liaison and describes the key topics covered by the BoF including Converged DM concepts and ecosystem, use cases and issues, common understanding of vocabulary, and way forward or recommendation for further work in OMA, i.e. new work item in DM group, and joint work with external forums. As a natural consequence of the Converged DM BoF as well as to address immediate shortcomings of OMA DM enablers, DM group has since started two new work items: DM 1.x and DM 2.0. Among them, DM 2.0, which is anticipating publication by 4Q in 2010, seems to have particularly close tie with the Converged DM BoF because of the use cases explicitly addressing Converged DM issues. DM 2.0 is still in requirement development stage, and the link to the latest DM 2.0 RD is also attached just for information.
