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1 Overview

OMA DM Working Group (WG) would like to thank ETSI TC M2M for the information about the M2M Release 1 progress and request to include ETSI M2M Management Objects in OMA DM specifications.
2 Proposal

OMA DM WG has taken note of ETSI TC M2M request to OMA DM team to develop the Management Objects required in the M2M Release 1, to include them as part of OMA DM specifications, and to complete this activity in timely manner such that the M2M Release 1 approval targeted for October 2011 can be met.

We would like to inform that Management Objects (MO) are entities compliant to the DM framework; however, they are specified separately from the OMA DM framework. OMA DM enabler represents the overall framework and addresses the following:
a) Specification of protocols (used by a DM Server to communicate and operate with a DM Client which is onboard a device or a gateway);
b) Data model (the information handled by the protocol);
c) Security (authorization mechanism which allows a provider to perform/operate DM actions on a device or a gateway).
A Management Object can be viewed as an add-on, for example, OMA XXMO on top of OMA DM framework.  OMA DM WG aims to maintain backward compatibility in supporting Management Objects already specified whenever updating the underlying OMA DM protocol (for example, DM v1.2 to DM v1.3). 
There are several other organizations (such as 3GPP, 3GPP2 and WiMAX) that have adopted OMA DM protocol within their standards specifications and they have created MOs for their needs. To date, there are 15 MOs from other organizations registered with OMA, as well as over 35 MOs registered from other OMA Working Groups. The list of registered MOs can be found in [1].
For this reason, the inclusion of Management Object (that ETSI M2M team needs) should be done separately from any DM framework release specification.
Given the ETSI M2M Release 1 is projected to be done by October 2011, it is unlikely that any new work to be started by the OMA DM WG for the ETSI M2M’s requested Management Objects can be completed by this date. Based on past experience, work on the new Management Object can be expected to take from 6 to 24 months depending on the complexity of the Management Object. The second issue which the OMA DM WG would face is the lack of in-depth expertise of the ETSI TC M2M enabler. As such, OMA DM WG kindly suggests that ETSI M2M team specifies its own Management Objects (conforming to the OMA DM standards) and registers them in the OMNA registry, in order to meet Release 1 current targeted schedule. OMA DM team suggests that the ETSI M2M team follows the guidelines provided in the OMA Provisioning Object White Paper in [2]. 
OMA DM WG desires to get more detailed information about the proposed Management Objects. This will help the team to better understand the overall functionality that ETSI M2M team aims to manage and to assist ETSI M2M team during review of these Management Objects.
Once the ETSI M2M team has developed these new Management Objects, before the final approval, OMA DM team will be pleased to review them and provide any feedback about their consistency. If during the development of these Management Objects, ETSI M2M team requires any assistance, OMA DM WG will be happy to assist as well.
OMA DM team would like to draw your attention to the existing Management Object specifications in [1]. The ETSI M2M team may reuse them if they should fit your needs (in order to avoid duplicating already defined functionality) or take inspiration on specifying your Management Objects.
