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1 Overview

OMA DM Working Group (WG) would like to thank ETSI TC M2M for sharing the last revision of ETSI M2M MOs specifications.
2 Actions
OMA DM WG has taken note of ETSI TC M2M requests to OMA DM team.

1) OMA DM WG has reviewed ETSI TS 101 404 document and this is the list of comments that OMA DM WG suggests to take in consideration.
a. Editorials: several "Netwrok" typos instead of “Network” are present in the document
b. In Chapter 5.1 <x>/SafPolicySets occurrence is One and <x>/SafPolicySets/<x> is OneOrMore. This can create an inconsistency at time zero, when MO is not populated: how can the empty MO contain ONE /SafPolicySets and at least ONE /SafPolicySets/ nodes?
c. In Chapter 5.1 <x>/SafPolicySets/<x>/M2MAnpPolicySets/<x>/RcatSchedule/<x>/RcatList description states "This leaf node is the parent node for all information about a list of RCAT values with which to associate allowed time spans." This node cannot be a parent node as it is a leaf node, it can be a repository or a container.
d. In Chapter 5.1 <x>/SafPolicySets/<x>/M2MAnpPolicySets/<x>/RcatSchedule/<x>/AbsTimeSpans/<x>/EndTime is not readable.
e. In Chapter 5.1, <x>/SafPolicySets/<x>/M2MSpPolicy is used as static container for DefaultRcatValue, DefaultTrpdtValues, MaxPendReqs, MaxPendData and AnSelList nodes. Structure can be simplified removing M2MSpPolicy as the listed nodes can be placed directly under <x>/SafPolicySets/<x>/
f. In Chapter 6.1, M2MAreaNwkInfo/AreaNwks/<x>/ListOfDevices is defined as node, but no sub-tree is defined. Also the description is unclear. Probably it should be defined with "chr" format and the first sentence of the description should be deleted ("This interior node contains a list of pointers to all devices in this M2M Area Network.")
g. In Chapter 7.1 <x>/AreaNwks/<x>/Groups is used as static container for ListOfDeviceApplications and ListOfDeviceNeighbors nodes. Structure can be simplified by removing Groups as the listed nodes can be placed directly under <x>/AreaNwks/<x>/
h. In Chapter 7.1, MANDMO instance has occurrence OneOrMore, <x>/AreaNwks has occurrence One and <x>/AreaNwks/<x> has occurrence OneOrMore. This can create an inconsistency at time zero, when the tree is not populated: how can the empty tree contain at least ONE MANDMO which must contain ONE <x>/AreaNwks/ which must contain at least ONE <x>/AreaNwks/<x>, even if it's empty?
2) According to OMA DM WG, ETSI M2M Release 1 should support OMA DM 1.3 specifications, which currently are passed final consistency review phase and which are expected to be in Candidate State for end of February 2012. OMA DM 1.3 will represent the state of art of Device Management according to OMA DM WG and will provide significant improvements in terms of features and security compared to previous versions.
3) Currently OMA DM WG is developing technical specifications of OMA DM NG enabler, with specific focus on DM Commands Set and Access Rights mechanisms.

4) In [1] the latest OMA DM NG Requirement Document, which passed the consistency review phase, is provided.
