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1 Reason for Change
In Section 7.8 of the SACMO TS, user interaction behaviour is not yet specified.  The SACMO enabler allows processing workflows that use Alternate Download mechanisms over arbitrary bearers.  In some cases, setting up these bearers may require User interaction, such as tethering a device to a laptop or setting up a WiFi link.  The SACMO enabler must therefore support displaying instructions to the User and a workflow interrupt capability to allow completion of User actions.

The SACMO Server SHALL be capable of sending User Interaction commands to the Device to be displayed to the User.  The SACMO Client MAY support interruption of SACMO workflow processing during display of the User Interaction commands and resumption of workflow processing upon of fulfilment of actions requested of the User.  
The SACMO Server SHALL support both DISPLAY Alert and USER CHOICE Alert as described in [DMPRO].
The SACMO Client SHALL support both DISPLAY Alert and USER CHOICE Alert as described in [DMPRO].
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
