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1 Reason for Change

In section 8.5, the alert message contents are listed. The result code is an integer, but the format of its containing Item/Data element is listed as ‘xml’. It should be ‘int’.
Also, there is a reference to another section, but the section number was missing.

If changes are not accepted, the SACMO server will be sent invalid data – a data element specified to contain XML data whose data is not XML.

Change 1:  Section 8.5 – fix wrong format, add missing reference
8.5 Use of the Generic Alert

If the Exec command is executed asynchronously, the SACMO Client MUST send a notification to the SACMO Server about the outcome of the operation via a Generic Alert [DMPRO] message. The SACMO Client MAY send the alert message during the same or subsequent DM session. The alert message includes the following data:

· Transaction TransID, Process ProcessID or Workflow WorkflowID in <Item>/<Data> element which format is ‘xml’ .

· An integer Result Code – Used to report status of the operation. The appropriate SACMO Result Code defined in section 8.6 MUST be included in an Item/Data element which format is ‘int’ . 

· The URI of the Primitive node on which the Exec command was invoked – Used to identify the source – MUST be included in the Source/LocURI element within the Generic Alert.

· The URI(s) of the newly created dynamic node(s) <X> under the Workflow or Process tree for the Transaction – used to identify the result – MUST be included in the Target/LocURI within the Generic Alert.

· An alert type – Used to identify the operation MUST be included.

Alerts that are reporting an error or failure condition SHOULD report an importance level defined in [DMPRO] higher than Informational in the Mark field of the Meta information. If the SACMO Server needs to retrieve additional information, such as transaction status described in /Status node, then the SACMO Server MAY query the Device for those specific nodes.
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
